ÅYou need to have a clear idea of your goal.

ÅYou can focus on one goal or twenty, based on 
what you want.

ÅIf your goals are unrealistic, then it is time to re -
evaluate.

ÅUsually, professional advice can help you with 
this process.



Some Additional Points

ÅFactors outside your control also affect your 
objectives:

üSite conditions/limitations

üForest history

üMarkets and contractors

ÅYou may not be able to realize all your 
objectives, so be prepared for this.



ConsideringObjectives

ÅObjectives span a wide range

ÅOwners may focus on a single objective or try to 
emphasize several objectives

ÅSome examples include:

ïWildlife Habitat 

ïSoil Conservation

ïIncome Production

ïVisual Quality/Aesthetics
