b. Species

c. Circumference (cm)

C. Check to see if your tree has been measured before. Click on Graph an Individual Tree and select your school.

a. Has your tree been measured before? 

b. If so, what year(s) was it measured?

c. How much has it grown? (cm/year)

D. Compare your tree with similar trees around the state. Click on Graph by Species.
a. Has your tree species been measured before?

b. Is so, how many times?

c. How much has it grown? (cm/year)

d. Is this more or less than others like it around the state?

e. Why do you think your tree grew more or less than the other trees?

E. Finally, compare your tree with all trees measured in the state. Click on Graph All Trees.
a. How much did trees grow between 1999 and 2000? (cm)

b. To what do you attribute this slow growth?

c. How does your tree’s growth compare to overall tree growth?
