Workshop Location:

The Reynolds Homestead is the birthplace of tobacco manufacturer R.J. Reynolds.  The homestead is made up of 717 acres of fields and forest and includes the restored house, ice house, granary, and two graveyards.  The Reynolds Homestead is a state and national historic landmark.

The Reynolds Homestead Forest Resources Research Center (FRRC) in Critz, VA was created in 1969 to study forest biology including genetics, physiology and soils. Specific projects include harvesting to increase forest health and productivity, site preparation, forest fertilization, loblolly pine physiology and forest herbicide testing.

Owners of small woodlots place importance on aesthetics, wildlife, fire risk and forest health, as well as, on timber production. A stand thinning and crop tree release has been conducted. An independent harvesting contractor will demonstrate the use of an agricultural farm tractor with special attachments as a low impact alternative to conventional logging equipment.
